
IOTHESINGER is a Nigerian-American rock and soul artist based in

Washington DC. A Howard University alumna and former BET Sunday Best

worship leader, she built her voice inside the church and then walked

away from it.

Her debut full-length album Severed arrives in 2026. It is a record

about what it costs to leave the life you were handed and build one that's

actually yours. The grief, the liberation, and the terrifying space in

between. Four singles are already in the world, including the anthemic

"Tomorrow," praised by EARMILK as "the anthem we all need today."

She has sold out shows in Spain and Portugal, amassed 400K+ Spotify

streams, and been named by The Washington Post as one of DC's must-see

live acts.
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The gospel girl is gone. Severed is what comes next.

IOTheSinger writes about surviving

it. The DC-based, Nigerian-American artist Howard University alumna,

IO's sonic world sits somewhere between folk intimacy and arena-scale

emotional catharsis the hush of a confessional and the rush of a crowd

singing back. Her arrangements carry the emotion before a single lyric

arrives. Her voice, powerful and built for dramatic climbs, draws

comparisons to the commanding presence of Phil Collins in his solo prime:

unafraid of feeling, technically ferocious, and always in service of the

song.

"Today is the tomorrow of  yesterday. Don't be afraid — it's worked

out before."
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Severed is not a concept album. It is a documented survival. Across its

arc from the alt-rock opener "Beautifully Broken" to the defiant anthem

"Tomorrow," from the dark working-class comedy of "I Got a Ticket" to the

raw devastation of "Stand" IO maps the inner geography of someone who

has been all the way down and found a reason to stay. The album closes

with "Get There": a question that has become an answer, a desert road

that finally opens onto something green.

Before this record, IO sold out shows in Spain and Portugal, amassed

over 400,000 Spotify streams, was named by The Washington Post as one

of DC's must-see weekend events for her Tina Turner tribute

performance, and earned glowing reviews from EARMILK and the Spanish

press who called her "a bomb of pop-rock ready to blow up your

speakers." She has performed at DC's Songbyrd Music House, Purgatory

NYC, and venues across Seville and Madrid an artist whose audience is

already international, already listening, already waiting.

Visually, IO is building an era. Influenced by the conceptual boldness of

David Bowie, the elemental drama of Florence + the Machine, and the

mythic self-invention of Björk, she is crafting a world where grounded

human truth meets cosmic scale where a woman standing still in an open

field is the most powerful image in the frame.

Severed arrives in 2026. It was made for everyone who has ever smiled

through despair, inherited someone else's hell, and decided  against all

evidence to keep going
